1) Kassie clips Ginger's neck  
so that she can more easily  
find the jugular vein. 

  2) She pinches off the vein so it  
pops out, and proceeds to poke  
it with her finger to feel it "bounce".   
When it is firm, she knows that it is  
ready to pull blood.
